MBBS COURSE - 2018

A total of 150 candidates (including 05 Govt. sponsored candidates from Friendly
Foreign Countries) will be selected tentatively in the year 2018, of which 145 (117
boys and 28 qgirls) will be selected as Medical Cadets for imparting training
(including MBBS course) at the Armed Forces Medical College, Pune with liability to
get commissioned in the Armed Forces Medical Services as Medical Officers. The
candidates selected in addition to being doctors will also be functioning as officers
of the Indian Armed Forces, wherein, they have to be both physically and
psychologically robust to be able to undergo the rigors of life in the Armed Forces.
The selected candidates need to have leadership qualities, effective communication

skills and excellent physical standards, as the same are prime requisites for serving

officers of the Armed Forces.
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Introduction

1. Armed Forces Medical College (AFMC), Pune is a premier medical institute of India. The
College is a Centre of Excellence for medical education and research. It was initially established
in 1948 for postgraduate courses. The graduate wing for the MBBS course was started on 04 Aug
1962 with the aim of inducting medical graduates to the Armed Forces Medical Services (AFMS).
Presently the college provides training to under-graduate and post-graduate medical and nursing
students with assured career prospects in the defence services.

2. AFMC, Pune is affiliated to Maharashtra University of Health Sciences, Nashik and is
recognized by the Medical Council of India.

Course Duration

3. The duration of the MBBS course is 4 %2 years followed by compulsory rotating internship
training of one year. All medical cadets commissioned into the AFMS will undergo internship
training in selected service hospitals recognized by the Medical Council of India. The course
commences on 12 Jul 2018.

DGAFMS.

(h) Medical Standards 7 The standards prescribed for medical fitness for grant of
commission in the Armed Forces in accordance with instructions issued from time to time
for commission in Army Medical Corps which will be applicable for admission to AFMC.

()] Medical fitness i The medical fithess of candidate as per the rules & standards
prescribed by the Govt of India for grant of commission in the Armed Forces Medical
Services.

(k) Initial Medical Board T The board detailed by Director and Commandant AFMC as
per the instructions of the DGAFMS to decide the medical fithess of the candidate for
admission to AFMC.

)] Appeal Medical Board i The board constituted by Director and Commandant
AFMC as per the instructions of the DGAFMS, to decide the medical fithess of the
candidate found unfit in the Initial Medical Board.

(m) DGHS i Director General Health Services, Min of Health & Family Welfare
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(n) Scheduled Caste i Schedule caste as specified and laid down by the Government
of India.

(0) Scheduled Tribe T Scheduled Tribe as specified and laid down by the Government
of India.

(p) Eligible candidate T A candidate who satisfies the requirements of eligibility as
prescribed by the DGAFMS, The Medical Council of India, and Maharashtra University of
Health Sciences, Nashik.

(¢)) Reqgistered candidates i The candidates who have registered and applied for
AFMC, Pune on DGHS website www.mcc.nic.in

(N ToELR - Test of English Language, Comprehension, Logic and Reasoning
(TOoELR) in the form of Computer Based Test (CBT) and also Psychological Assessment
Test (PAT) to be conducted at AFMC, Pune only for candidates shortlisted for interview.

(s) Written Examination _Score - Score obtained in NEET (UG) 2018 added to
ToELR Score divided by 4 to get a score out of 200.

() Final Score - Written examination score + Interview marks (50 marks).
